This year the award goes to Peter Vrábel for his innovative and creative leadership of the BERG Orchestra. He will receive the prize in public - on Friday, February 12, at a concert of the Czech Philharmonic from the president of the Czech Music Council Lukáš Hurník.

Czech Music Council (CMC) is the Czech section of the UNESCO International Music Council that associates 77 national centres and about 40 important international organizations. The Czech national centre unites 44 important professional associations. 

A native of Slovakia, founder and artistic director of the BERG Orchestra conductor Peter Vrabel is the creator of the orchestra’s unique concept. Founded in 1995, with regular concert series since 2001, the BERG Orchestra has become thanks to him a respected ensemble specialized on contemporary and twentieth-century music. In its inventive and unique projects he combines new music with other arts dance, film or theater, and often performs outside traditional concert halls. The BERG Orchestra regularly commissions works with the best, primarily young Czech composers and thus creates new values and invests in the future of Czech music. Vrabel has created plenty of recordings for the Czech Radio, he is guest conductor at the National Theater in Prague as well as recipient of the Gideon Klein Prize. 
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BERG ORCHESTRA – CURRENT PROJECTS
New staging of music theater piece Schwarz auf Weiss (Black on White) by German composer and director Heiner Goebbels represents one of the most important recent projects. BERG Orchestra collaboration with the directing duo SKUTR (M.Kukučka / L.Trpišovský) received its premiere on September 29, 2009, at the Strings of Autumn international music festival with personal attendance of Heiner Goebbels. 
Only eleven more days, until February 22, the public can take part in one of the orchestra’s original projects – NUBERG competition. Anybody can listen to live recordings of six new works by young Czech composers that were created as a commission by the BERG Orchestra in 2009 and then vote online.
